Presenting Team Alumni Program Participation Policy            
 
Active Presenting Team, are always the preference in program presentation, however there may be times when a team has a need for additional support from someone who has past program experience and no one from another team is able to help.   Presenting Team Alumni may be used, with the approval of the local board, to help a Beginning Experience® team with program presentation as outlined below.  

A Presenting Team Alumni is someone who is a former team member who completed team training and who functioned as a presenting team member while on team. In this policy they are further defined as ‘non-married’ or ‘re-married’ Presenting Team Alumni. Any team member who has remarried is considered an alumnus. 

Non-married AND Re-married Presenting Team Alumni may…
Serve as a program coordinator or co-coordinator
Serve as a screener
Serve as or assist the team trainer
Assist team members with talk writing and talk critiquing
Assist with program activities such as publicity, hospitality, program registration, check in, set-up, kitchen duty, greeting participants, take-down, etc.

Non-married Presenting Team Alumni may…
Function as a facilitator on The Weekend
Give scripted talks¹, non-core talks2, and core talks3 on The Weekend (see note below)**

Re-married Presenting Team Alumni may…
NOT function as a facilitator on The Weekend
NOT give a core talk3 on The Weekend  
Give scripted talks¹ and non-core talks2 on The Weekend (see note below)**

Restrictions:
· Married Alumni who are “BE Couples” may NOT coordinate or co-coordinate or facilitate at the same time in the same program and/or present talks in the same program either in a one-day event or multi-week type, in person or remote.   
· Co-habiting Alumni are always excluded from assisting in ANY of the above team program activities as per the Policy Manual, Section G, Team Membership and Areas of Service.


 


*Please remember that there are also video talks available to use for the Moving Forward with Hope…Coping with Life Alone program, in-person or remote. 
**When Presenting Team Alumni are asked to do a Weekend talk – scripted, non-core, or core – the expectation is NOT that the person is there for the whole Weekend, but only to give the talk, unless they happen to have another assignment for which their presence would be required for the entire time.
 
¹A ‘scripted’ Weekend talk:  Orientation & Focus Part I and Part II.
2A ‘non-core’ Weekend talk:  Coming to the Weekend, Sharing the Vision, Reaching Out and Leaving the Weekend.
3A ‘core’ Weekend talk:  An Honest Look at Who I Am, Grief and the Death of the Spirit, Trusting Myself and Others, Trusting God,         A Confronting Look at Guilt,  The Reconciliation Talk, and Gentle Closing Toward a New Beginning.  
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
